Program admissions is open for all three terms (January, May & September).
Admissions consist of three considerations:

TRANSCRIPTS

Applicants must have completed high school - Grade 12 (or equivalent).
Programs are open to qualifying students of all ages - including working

professionals & mature students. Most recent transcripts and graduation
diplomas are required for admission.

PORTFOLIO

Portfolio submission of approximately 10-20 pieces of artistic work is
required for the certificate program. Examples may include photography,
sketches, renderings, design variations in digital format. A broad range of
techniques, influences, styles, and subject matter are recommended.

ENGLISH PROFICIENCY

Alberta Education English Language Arts - 50% or higher (ELA 30-1 or ELA
30-2). IELTS - 6.0 with a minimum band of 6.0. Other additional English
programs and exams are accepted as recognized by Bow Valley College.

The price of program is CAD $66,996 (international students) and CAD
$37,998 (domestic students) and includes tuition, software licences,
dedicated student computers and study materials. It also includes other
required costs such as medical coverage, student services fees, student
association fees etc. The only additional cost is an application fee of CAD
$140 (international students) and CAD $75 (domestic students).

Bow Valley College Centre for Enterainment Arts programs are approved
for Alberta’s provincial student loan program (domestic students). In
addition, entrance scholarships are available for qualifying CEA students.

The PGWP allows qualifying international students who have graduated
from eligible programs to obtain a work permit & gain valuable Canadian
work experience. Skilled real-world training gained through the PGWP
may help graduates qualify for permanent residence in Canada.
