If a learner is suspected of academic dishonesty, the case will be investigated and judged fairly.

Definitions

There are four kinds of academic dishonesty:

1. Plagiarism: This is when you hand in work for a course and pretend it is your own work,
but really it is not. Plagiarism can include:
a. When any part of the work was done by a different person than the learner. This
includes when someone pretends to be the learner.

You can only do
this if you arrange it with the instructor first.

a. Communicating with other learners during a test or exam.

b. Using any resource during a test or exam without the instructor’s permission.
Resources can include notes, books, electronic devices, or anything that is not
allowed by the instructor.

c. Writing an exam or talking to a person or looking at materials outside the
examination room without permission.

d. Putting your answer papers on your desk in a way that other learners can look at
them during an exam.

e. Trying to look at other learners’ exams.

3. Other academic dishonesty includes:
